Proof of Resurrection
Dearhearts,

It must have seemed a dream.  A distant voice piercing the cold slumber…calling him forth from his chamber of death.  So Lazarus hobbled to the mouth of the tomb where His friends removed his grave clothes.  

When Jesus visited his home a few days later and Lazarus’ sister wept tears of gratitude that washed Jesus’ feet, the place was aswarm with not only the committed but with the curious wanting to see this one who had come forth from a grave.  And in coming to see him, they also saw the one who is Resurrection.  The one whose very voice drew him out from death.
Once in the misty reaches of earth, God breathed into a sculpted form, and man came into being.  Transformed by Divine breath from clay to sinew and muscle, veins and bone and skin.  The essence of the Artist infused the clay with the mystery of life…A universal Wind that breathed upon earth with pulsing, creative power and bequeathed life to all the billions of clay vessels to come. 
And then, 2,000 years ago…a second Wind.  The breath of God infusing, not biology this time, but spirit into clay.  Not just life into these animated figurines … but holiness.  Resuscitating what had died in us so long ago.  Man…now holy.  Now carrying a part of heaven in his soul…if he cared to.  In the beginning, life had nothing to do with free will, coming to us unsolicited as gift.  But resurrection does.  Holiness does.  This sacred breath will not make forced entry into the human soul.  Will not resuscitate us without our assent to a feint voice calling us out from our slumber.

So we have cared to, you and I…as believers.  We have said yes.  Heaven’s tabernacle has come down to us and ports around here on holy wheels…ours.  Made flesh once more, the Divine moves among men.  But are people drawn to us to see a resurrected life?  A life that, infused with the Spirit, overcomes what earth hurls at us?  Overcomes it in undaunted faith…in unyielding insistence upon goodness in the face of evil, kindness in the face of harshness and gentle words in the midst of harping voices and critical tongues?  This is resurrection life today.  This is what bears witness to the one who is resurrection and life.  People will not see the One who resurrects if they do not see one who has been resurrected.  We who believe have been summonsed from our soulish graves.  We have been made holy.  But does anyone know?  Does anyone come to see us so they can see the miracle of a resurrected life?  Are we proof of resurrection? 

If we do not fasten our gaze on the One who walks on waves, others will not see an uncommon life…will not see one who walks out there in the storms with Christ but will, instead, see one who sinks in the froth that has captured our gaze.  We will look as they do, and people will not guess we have been brought forth from the dead.  Will not guess we carry holiness in our soul.
A resurrected life may grieve, but it will not despair.  May be cast down, but not destroyed.  May be wrapped in grave clothes, but will not remain in them.  May be pressed down to the ground, but will make its way to the light to look for the Christ whose voice calls.  Calls through our grief or brokenness.  Calls in our lostness and confusion…Calls.
Resurrection life carries a tenacity that will not yield to rancor or divisiveness, or paranoia; will not yield to a critical spirit.  Will, instead, speak of the hope that lies within.  Will, instead, think on those things that are good and noble and true.  In resurrection life there is no place for things of the grave…for voices of the dying.  We are not dying but living…ever and forever.  
Resurrection life carries an endurance that will not succumb to a frantic earth.  We are not from here any more.  We have been resurrected.  Our clay has been transfigured.  We are spirit now and sacred voices call to us, still, to live and breathe and walk in the Spirit of another realm.
