It's harder to beat up on our opponents wWith
spirit. We can’t keep them down for the count véth
flimsy club. And yet, this law destroys the effeehess
of our spiritual reach. The world is not obligeddok at
its stuff if it knows we do not look at ours.

Doesn't love others—especially Christians—and adyta
not the Lord and seems in a perpetual spat withalifd
neighbor.
